It was a great joy to be present at the first of the Telford 50 events in 

the Town Park on April 22nd, “Spring into the Park”. As part of Telford 

Area Mission we had a couple of tables in the Craft and Story Telling 

Marquee and were able to offer Messy Church craft activities and also 

had available Trypraying resources and “Words of Hope”. It was a 

really positive afternoon with great engagement with children and 

families and lots of conversations about Messy Church. One young lad 

inquisitively picked up a child’s Trypraying booklet and was delighted to 

take it away having read part of it and wanting to use it. 

Our next activity is during the Balloon & Kite Fiesta over the 

weekend of May 12th and 13th. They estimate 10,000 people 

visited “Spring into the Park”, I suspect this next event will 

attract many more. We have our own pitch for this and will be 

using it for different activities at different times of the day. So 

at some stages we’ll concentrate on Messy Church, then 

move things around to have a variety of free games for all ages, and then at other times 

simply have tables and chairs so that people can enjoy the Balloons and Kites. As it is during 

Thy Kingdom Come we’ll have some interactive prayer activities which can open up some 

great conversations. Obviously for this to really work we need volunteers and you’ll find 

details of how you can get involved elsewhere in this Newsletter. Even if you’re not able to 

volunteer please support the event and pop along to the stand to see hello. 

I hope to catch up with some of you at during one of the Thy Kingdom Come Prayer Walks, 

once again full details are elsewhere in this Newsletter.
