1. Prayer Walk 
2. Build a chapel (like a bird box with prayers, stones, hand sanitiser etc inside)
3. Write out a blessing & give it away
4. Give away something you’ve made (eg baking; knitting)
5. Send a card or postcard
6. Leave little signs of Hope around your neighbourhood
7. Hold up a sign, such as Can I please tell you my story? or  Please can I tell you
about the hope that I have or I'm here to pray for you
8. Invite to an online Alpha
9. Create a little garden of hope
10. Offer Meditation and Mindfulness on line
